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There is still much prophecy to be fulfilled, what is left will be fulfilled as the  end  of days. 

Jesus prophesied what would be the  signs of the end so we would know the season of  history  

we are in. Matthew 24:32-36 

 

These signs would affect every area of man’s life on the earth.  There will be  natural  signs, 

military signs,  moral  signs, signs of society and religious signs. 

 

Prophetic signs of the end of days 

1) A  knowledge  and travel explosion  Daniel 12:4  

There has never been a time like ours in history.  From space travel to the internet and 

medical technology.   
 

2) The ability of a  nuclear  plague in the Middle East Zechariah 14:12-15  

This will come on those who gather to fight against Jerusalem.  This is no longer a 

mystery but a military capability. 
 

3) The  rebirth  of the nation of Israel  Isaiah11:12, 66:8, Jeremiah 23:3,7-8,  

Matthew 24:32-33, Luke 21:29-33 
 

4) When Jerusalem is no longer under  Gentile  rule  Luke 21:24  
 

5) International instant  communication    Revelation 11:3, 7-10 
 

6) Wars and  rumors  of wars   Luke 21:9-10 
 

7) Famines, pestilence and  earthquakes   Luke 21:11, Matthew 24:7-8  

These are the  beginning  of sorrows – look around – it has begun. 
 

8) Will be like the days of  Noah   Matthew 24:37-44, Genesis 6:5-8   

What will Noah’s days be like: 

a) People will be carrying on like  always   Matthew 24:38, 40-41 

b) Wickedness and chaos will  abound  causing people to lose natural affection for one 

another.  Matthew 24:12 

c) The last days will be days of unprecedented  prosperity  where people are more 

concerned about leisure and luxury. James 5:1-10 

d) It will be a time when people will laugh at the idea of Christ’s  return .   

2 Peter 3:1-4 

e) There will be a lack of generally accepted  morality  and reverence for people and 

God. 2 Timothy 3:1-5 

 



9) Days of great  deception  on several levels   

Matthew 24:4-5, 24, 2 Thessalonians 2:3  Even the elect will be deceived. 

 There will be  self -  deception.  1 John 1:8, James 4:17 

 There will be  religious  deception  1 Timothy 4:1-5 

Many will come in Christ’s name to deceive, false prophets and false Christ’s. This 

could include many well known “ evangelists ” who major in the “miraculous” and 

wind up conning people out of money.  This will give a “wacky witness” to the world 

and drive many away from the true church. The major opposition to the truth in the 

last days will not be from rival religions or skeptics but from those who deceive 

through  signs  and wonders.
